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1. At its core, mercy is the forgiveness of God.
2. Mercy is God’s way of stopping the bleeding in our lives and relieving us of our deserved suffering for the sins that we have committed.
3. Understanding what God has done for us should encourage us to do what God asks us to do.
4. God’s mercy should encourage gratefulness.
5. Being forgiven means:
a. Justice is not parked at your life.
b. You are not being asked to suffer the consequences for your sins.
c. You now have a chance to restart your life and do it, this time, God’s way.
6. The path to be used by God:

a. Is found on the path of sacrifice.
b. Is the path of giving yourself fully to the will of God.

7. The path of sacrifice begins when you respond to the mercy of God.
8. Worship is the honoring of God through your life.
9. The pathway to Godly, eternal life is something that requires effort and focus.
10. The sacrifice is:

a. Not choosing the easy way.

b. Not choosing the convenient way.

c. Choosing to offer up effort.
