2. To be ALL IN, you must live up to the standard.
3. There is a cost attached to becoming a disciple.
a. Jesus never gave a discount into discipleship.

b. Jesus did not hide the cost of discipleship.

c. Jesus did not dumb down the message.
d. Jesus never tried to induce a shallow decision.

e. Jesus never lowered the requirement to follow Him.

f. Jesus always made it clear what it would take to be His disciple.

4. Those who agree to follow Jesus must see themselves in need of God’s grace.
5. As a disciple, you must carry your cross daily meaning you must follow Jesus and not rely on yourself.
6. A disciple is always looking to Jesus for hope and the path to life.
7. When Jesus invited the crowd to follow Him, He was saying that each person must take a decisive step of faith within their heart.
8. Carrying your cross in not a one-time event, but it is a daily experience.

9. Carrying your cross means:

a. You must step out of the crowd.
b. You must turn your back on the ways of the world.
c. You must choose the new path of Jesus.

d. You must go where He sends you.

e. You must do what He calls you to do or you cannot be His disciple.
